At St Mary’s, the Organ Scholar will have the opportunity to play and conduct the choirs; help to
train the choristers individually or in small groups, working on sight-reading skills, musicianship,
and theory; and to take part in the regular recital series, among other things.

At King’s High, the post-holder will assist in the many and varied duties of the Music
Department, with a focus on accompanying soloists and ensembles. There may be further
opportunities to take part in and to direct ensembles based on the post-holder’s strengths and
interests.

The combined post offers a salary of £12,500 per annum, and a one-bed flat is available at
subsidised rent.
