The main item of business was a presentation from Robin Thomas of Morgen Thomas Fundraising who the PCC’s been consulting about ensuring the financial security of our church. He outlined a strategy that addresses the immediate problem of resolving the serious issues with the church tower and providing a long-term plan for the future. This would involve a significant investment of time and funds by St Mary’s, which itself would be greatly assisted by finding a way of financing the scaffolding needed now for our tower. The PCC agreed to work further with Morgen Thomas providing we can put that scaffold funding in place.
